Mountain Pointe Baseball Boosters Meeting

April 20, 2009

Meeting called to order by Pres. Mike Konieczny at 6:32.  Mike confirmed everyone attending is receiving Booster e-mails.  He indicated it should be a short meeting with the main purpose being the election of new officers.

Approval of the March minutes.  Mike made a motion to approve the March minutes.  He verified Theresa’s numbers for the remaining expenses of $5,500 for the banquet, $2000 for the two $1,000 scholarships, and $500 to Casey Cichocki.  The March minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report – We currently have $18,830 in the account.  Remaining expenses $3,000 for banquet, $2,000 for scholarships, $1,200 for yearbook, and $500 for Casey with a remaining balance of $12,130.

Mike mentioned he spent money on some incidentals

$328 on 8 dozen baseballs

We are expecting an invoice for 5 bags of clay at $15 each (total $75).  

Mike showed us the guard he was going to have made for the scoreboard lights.  Someone threw a rock and one light bulb already needs to be replaced.  Mike estimates $200 for this.  

The coaches needed a new refrigerator.   Baseball Boosters put in $150, Football Boosters put in $150, and the Pride Board was putting in $150.

Voting – Linda Cron praised Mike’s efforts and complimented him for his “heart”.  Mike had made it clear that he could only accept the Treasurer position.  He would be happy to train the right person but felt this is the right thing to do for the organization.  No one declared themselves for the President position.  Jeff Alexander was running unopposed for Vice President.  Theresa McElroy was running unopposed for Secretary.  Mike explained that this will be our last meeting until next September and that the Boosters can determine what to do when they return.  He would hate to see the organization lose the momentum that they have accomplished.

Voting took place and all ballots were given to Gary Skarsten to be counted and announced at the banquet.

Senior Scholarship – an e-mail was sent to the seniors asking them to apply for the two $1,000 scholarships.  Five parents have received; Coach Buck will call the other three.  The application needs to be in by Friday, May 8th.  They will be reviewed by Coach Buck, Mike Konieczny, and Theresa McElroy (Board Members who do not have seniors).  The winners will be announced at the banquet.  Then the winners will just need to provide proof of enrollment and a letter or transcript from the school’s registrar.  There was a discussion on the requirements.  They review a student’s role in leadership, commitment, grades, and community involvement.  Linda Cron asked that all aspects be taken into consideration as a whole.

Diana Mancuso suggested that the application be e-mailed to all parents in the baseball program so that the underclassmen can prepare for the future.  Mike had indicated that when the funds are available, the Board has always made these scholarships a priority.  As a boosters club, we feel very fortunate to be able to do this.

Mike brought up a pending item from last meeting – getting information on the website on the two namesakes of the Scholarship – Coach Leuck and Coach Kipper.  Coach Buck will request their bios from Ian Moses so we can post on the website.

Coach Buck – Obviously the wall won’t be completed during the baseball season.  The blue prints need to be okayed by the district.  The summer schedule is almost complete and the boys should have it soon.  Both summer teams (JV and Varsity) will done playing ball after July 4th.  Varsity will be playing in Prescott May 23, 24, and 25th.  JV will be playing in Prescott June 12, 13, and 14th.  JV will have about 3-4 games a week.  Varsity will have three tournaments, Prescott, Flagstaff, and Thornton Kipper here in town, and about six games.  There will be 18-20 kids per team.  The cost is $225.  Each player will play at least half of each game.  We will have the Warrior Camp this summer for incoming freshmen.  Tryouts for the feeder team will be April 30th.  We will not be participating in the Sandy Kofax league this year because it cost $1500 to just be a part of it and another $1000 for umpires.  The Kipper Tournament will be mandatory for Varsity.  Coach Buck has talked to several colleges and there will be several people there reviewing our players.  Participants will include Hamilton, Horizon, Brophy, and Pinnacle.  The tournament is scheduled for June 4, 5, and 6th.  The baseball program will also have the Bar program in the summer.  Coach Buck will wait until playoffs are over before announcing which Freshman players will move up.

Banquet – We need to get two quotes from other banquet facilities.  If any vendor’s invoice is over $5,000, we have to provide two additional quotes.  $3,000 is coming from tax credits and $2,000 is coming from Boosters. DOUBLE CHECK THESE FIGURES  Jenny says everything is under control.  We are under last year’s budget and we’ve raised more money this year.  We’ve dropped the price of the DVD to $15 to make it more affordable.  

Parents Night – the Junior moms are organizing.  The parents of each senior are recognized at their last game.

Program – Denise Konieczny had the printed proof.  It is going to press within the next couple of days and should be given out at this week’s games.  This program was a tremendous sales tool for recruiting sponsors.

Pride Board Update from Denise Konieczny – the 501(3) c effort has slowed down.  The Board wants to make sure they are making the right decision.  Denise had talked with ASU’s think tank for non-profits to get their input.  It still has been undecided if we the Baseball Boosters should be separate or be part of Pride Board.  A replacement is needed for Treasurer on the Pride Board for the 2010-2011 school year.  Football has chosen to be separate.
