Mountain Pointe Baseball Boosters Meeting

1/5/2010

Meeting called to order by Joe Curletta at 6:35 p.m.

December minutes were approved. 

Treasurer’s Report – Mike Konieczny – The only monies that went out were $264 for Hole In One insurance and a reimbursement to Joe Curletta for a field fix up expense in the amount of $28.11. 

We have only three more booster meetings left.   Typically Boosters has approx. $50,000 running in and out of the account and it is important to see a reconciliation of the account.  Mike provided one this month that he will continue to provide moving forward.  Mike was involved in a prior Boosters group 25 years ago where embezzlement took place.  It is important to him that we all see the numbers.  He presented the budget and our reconciliation as of January 1st.    It is important that we always have these checks and balances and hopefully we can avoid some pain.

Mike Wagner – Field Projects.  Projects are the bullpen fence and some minor items.  The big item is the warning track.  $5000 worth of labor and equipment are being donated by Jake Dominy.  Coach Buck will use tax credit money for getting the materials transported from Lake Pleasant which is going to run approximately $850-$1200; he also will pay for having the sod hauled away for a total of about $2400.  He is requesting Boosters to authorize $4200 for the mix.   The school board meets on January 13th and we should receive approval.  Coach Buck would like to install the warning track on the Saturday, January 16th.   The first game is February 24th.   That will give us 5 weeks to make repairs.

$11,000 is the total cost of the project; half of that was donated.   A motion was made to approve spending the $4200.  The motion was approved.  Jake Dominy will run the project.    We will also get advice from ASU based on their warning track.  Jake is also going to talk to the Diamondbacks.  No permits are needed.

Fence netting update – Joe Curletta asked Mike Wagner the current estimate.  The cheapest is $5,000.  Mike Wagner is going to work on getting that number down even further.  Some of the minor projects are the batting nets and backstops for the bullpens.

Coach Buck – A rough estimate of tax credits to date is $16,000.  Not everything is in.  They are still sorting through all those that came December 31st.  Mike K. had stated that companies that were giving tax credit money in lieu of sponsorship should receive a banner.

You can go to Mesa Public Schools/Athletics/Varsity Baseball/East Valley Region to see this year’s baseball schedule.  The pre-season schedule is done.  Coach Buck does not have it available yet.  Varsity is the only team that will be playing during Spring Break. Thursday is usually the last day.  The Freshmen have camp on Mondays and Wednesdays and JV and Varsity have camp on Tuesday, Thursday, and Friday.

Christmas Angels – Jennie Curletta spoke on behalf of Linda Cron.  The team helped four families this year whose children were spending time at the new Children’s Hospital at Banner Desert Hospital.  50 boys participated.  Those attending received a tour of the new facility and got to meet the families they helped.  It had a very positive impact on those who attended.   Jennie mentioned that the organization through which we found these families is called Positive Impact; some families may be interested in their half marathon on January 30.

Pride Board Update - Denise Konieczny – She sent in the application for our 501(c)3 designation on December 18th.  It was 60 pages long and included the by-laws and financial information for each booster group.  We have obtained our tax I.D. number and can begin using it.  It could take up to three months to hear back from the I.R.S.   We have the W-9 form now available.  It says “Pride Boosters”.   Football is not part of this non-profit.  We have to file form 990 every year.   The receipt is in triplicate: one copy for the donor, one copy for the booster group, and one to the Pride Board.  Heavy Hitters and Diamond sponsors for the golf tournament need to get a receipt.

Golf Tournament Update – We have 10 Heavy Hitters and 133 golfers.  Joe Curletta  asked that another e-mail be sent out requesting Silent Auction items.

Website – Denise is in the process of archiving last year’s information.  This year’s information will be up soon. Teresa Wagner expressed interest in taking over this task.

Denise had inquired as to how Coach Buck will be handling the ordering of items needed by the team.  He will be having it online like last year.   

Denise also mentioned every year they have apparel for the parents to purchase.  Jeff Alexander said he would handle that this year.  We usually get the samples from Maverick.

Mike Konieczny – We only have three meetings left, Feb., March, and April.  Typically we take nominations in February and March so that we can vote for new officers at our April meeting.    An announcement is made at the banquet on the newly elected officers.  As a group, we really need to begin to think about Succession Planning.   Two vacant positions will be Treasurer and Secretary.
