Mountain Pointe Baseball Boosters Meeting

February 2, 2010

Meeting called to order at 6:34 by Mike Konieczny, Treasurer.  Joe Curletta, CEO, on his way.

Treasurer’s Report – Mike Konieczny – We have $25,930 in the bank.  An assumption was made for golf tournament in the amount of $16,000 for the budget.  Approx. $19,000 was made and it is possible we be chasing $20,000 when the numbers finish tallying out.  We had estimated $7000 for projects and that number is currently closer to $8,0000, so let’s estimate $9,000 for projects.  The warning track was $4826.  The Board had authorized $4200.  There were some cost overruns that Jake Dominy was going to eat but that just isn’t fair after all the time and materials he donated.   Other remaining expenses that we will have this year will be banners, scholarship, and the banquet.  Without any unforeseen expenses, the Boosters could have $12,000-$14,000 for next year.  Boosters will be a position to complete some other worthy projects.  Within the last four years, with the golf tournament and tax credits, Boosters has raised over $150,000.  This is your budget, not my budget.  Call me with any questions.   A discussion took place with Coach Buck as to whether we need additional mats.  It was decided Mike will spend $200 to pickup 8 or 9 mats.

January Minutes – A motion was made to approve the January minutes.  A second motion was made and they were approved. 

Golf Update – Mitch thanked everyone for their tremendous effort.  Sponsorships totaled $9,850, which included $750 that was deposited last year for two-year sponsorships.  $14,125 for 113 paid golfers

Mike Wagner – COO –Field Projects – Mike received an estimate of $1500 to raise the fence 6’ on the three bullpens.  A discussion took place on who is to pay for that.  Since it is a safety issue we feel District should pay for it.  Coach Buck said we could send him e-mails stating it is a concern and he can try to get them to take a look at it.  Right now he has been unsuccessful.   The first quote Mike got was $1,585.

Mike also got a quote to remove the three poles in the varsity fence behind the backstop.  That would run approx. $800 - $1000.   We are getting a reduced labor rate of $30 where they normally charge $60 an hour.  We would have to cover the expense of the boom lift.  The biggest cost of labor would be for undoing the crossbeams.  There are two separate fences.  This will not change anything structurally.  Mike to get a final bid.  It will at least be $1,000.   Tom Kingery made a motion to approve the $1,000.  A second motion was made and it was approved. 

Coach Buck – He and Jeff Alexander walked the field and have discussed an offer from Bill Baker through Horizon Irrigation to obtain 15 – 10’ tall 24” x 24” box deciduous trees to be planted along the outside of outfield fence.  We can get the trees for $25 each and have them planted for $30 for a total of $55 per tree.  They need to be watered once a week for the first year, which the field maintenance crew said would not be a problem.  The trees would be offered to parents to be purchased in remembrance of their students.  Boosters will front the money for the trees and get them planted.  The money will come back to Boosters when the trees are purchased by the parents with a plaque.  There would be 6 along the slope side of the right field.  Four to five along the score board side.  The tree would be similar to the tree at the freshman field.  Mike K. made a motion to purchase the trees.  A second motion was made and it was approved.

Joe Curletta had commented with the project of the trees and the backstop, we were close to running out of funds for projects.  Mike Konieczny clarified that after these 3 projects (raising the fence, removing the poles from the backstop fence, trees), Boosters will still have approx. $10,500 in their account. 

Coach Buck - Tax Credit Update – Another $1,000 came in so we received just over $17,0000.  $3,000 of that money will be used to pay coaches and buy hats for the players along with the incentives the players get for obtaining tax credits. 

Regarding the Brick Backstop – Joe Mather had voiced an interest in donating money to a project; not sure how much.  The veneer brick is free.  We will need to pay for the cinder block.  For the materials and labor to install the veneer brick it is $8900.  Labor only is $6,000. Kevin Dryanski’s dad, Shane, works for Marvel and will get us the rebar and cinder block at cost, which is approximately $7500.   Once Coach gets District approval, he would like to get Boosters approval via e-mail.   The money will come from tax credit, Joe Mather, and Boosters.

Mike Konieczny stated Boosters had started with $10,800.  The carryover for this year will be used as seed money for next year’s golf tournament.  Mike Wagner asked Coach Buck if there were other projects or equipment that was needed this year.  The biggest equipment expense would be 65 dozen of baseballs needed for the season which are usually purchased in March.

Tryouts begin Monday, February 1st and run through Friday.  Please have your Athletic packet into Robin Ramseyer by Thursday or there is no way she will have your athletic card to the Coaches by Monday.    35 Freshmen are trying out and 35 Upperclass for a total of 70 trying out.  The schedule is up on the website.  The Desert Vista game scheduled for March 2nd is getting rescheduled to April 15th because it will be on Cox 7 at will be at Diablo Stadium, Hohokam, or Phoenix Muni.   The Freshmen/JV games will be moved to April 15th as well.  Coach will let the players know individually if they made the team and which team they will be on.  A parents meeting will be scheduled in the PE Lecture Hall for Tuesday, February 16th since Monday is the holiday.

The ordering of cleats, etc. will be online through Universal Athletics beginning Friday, February 12th.  If you son makes the team, he will get a code and a slip showing what incentives are available to him if any.  The website will close Monday, February 15th.    February 19th – Varsity will have a scrimmage against Arcadia and then the first game is the February 24th.

The Sophomores through Seniors tryout together for 5 days.  They do individual workouts the first two days and then the last three days they do inter squad.  The first $400 tax donation covered camp.   Any remaining tax donations, depending on the amount go towards the incentives.  Varsity will be getting one pair of white Mizunos.  JV and Freshmen will have black.  The uniforms are provided.  Each player will get a BP top, hat, and pants, and a maroon or gold under armor.  All they will have to pick up is the stirrups. 

Denise Konieczny – Program – The golf committee is working on getting ads.  When you son makes the team, you will also have an opportunity to put in a sentiment ad.  The deadline for that ad will be March 9th.  We are trying to get the program out earlier this year.  Babe’s Photos will be taking the individual and team pictures along with doing the cover and the center of the program.  The pictures will be taken on February 20th between 8:30 and 1:30 with Varsity being last.

We have left over duffle bags and T-shirts from the golf tournament for sale.  $15 for the duffle bag and $5 for the T-shirts.

We need to make sure we give receipts to our major sponsors.

Diana will do a postcard that will have a calendar and this year’s Varsity team on the front.    We send this to our sponsors and auction item donors as a Thank You.
