ountain Pointe Baseball Boosters Meeting

April 5, 2010

Meeting called to order at 6:40 by Joe Curletta.

March minutes were approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mike Konieczny – We currently have $22,551.01 in the bank.  The $1400 spent on jerseys was included in this reconciliation.  What it does not include is the reimbursement to the coaches for their AIA training in lieu of the backstop repairs.  Robyn Ramseyer is pulling all the receipts together for reimbursement.  Joe brought up the fact that he had asked Coach Buck to explain to us what the trade off was.  Mike said we were to cover the AIA expenses for 10-12 coaches and thought it would be around $350.  There was some discussion if the bullpen backstops were taken care of by the District because it was a safety issue, was this the trade off?  

The home bullpen was a legacy project the Boosters did back in 2006.  It cost $1800 - $2000 at that time.  They put in synthetic turf and carefully compacted the gravel so that it was perfectly flat.  That has all been destroyed now.  There were questions as to whether the district has been made aware of this.  Matt Marino questioned whether they had a Project Manager supervising the job.   All of these questions remained unanswered. 

Mike determined that we now have a short in the speaker wire, which may result in us having to replace the speaker wire.  The only two speakers working are on the Visitor’s side.  We currently have $650 into repairing the speakers.  It now may cost another $300.   Our people originally blew out the speaker but this repair is a result of the bullpens being repaired by the District.

Joe and Mike will forward these concerns to Ian Moses to see what can be done.

SENIOR SCHOLARSHIPS – The Boosters in the past have given two $1,000 scholarships to graduating seniors in honor of Coach Kipper and Coach Leuck.  Coach Buck should be handing out the form for completion within the next couple of weeks.  The boys have an opportunity to share their baseball experience.  Coach Buck and two officers not having seniors, who would be Joe Curletta and Mike Wagner, will review the applications.  

NOMINATIONS   

Marilyn Campion was nominated and accepted the nomination for the Treasurer’s position.  No nominations were made for Secretary.  

We are looking for a Pride Board Representative.  Joe inquired of our current rep., Denise Konieczny, whether that was a requirement.  Yes, if we didn’t have a representative, then a Board Member would need to attend the Pride Board meetings.   Each booster group has to have their fundraising events approved by Pride Board.  They will also need to turn in our financial information.  It usually takes less than an hour.  The meetings currently are at 6:30 on the third Wednesday; they may move to 7:00.  This is not an elected position; we just need a volunteer.

Website – Hallie Lujan volunteered if Teresa Wagner is not going to be doing it.

Program Coordinator – Mary Conant volunteered.

COACHES UPDATE – Coach Buck was unable to attend.  Joe shared his e-mail sent out that day to the parents. 

A discussion took place about who to use for the traveling concession stand.  We previously had used Craig and Edie Walt because they had agreed to give us a $400 tax credit.  We never received the tax credit after several phone calls.

It was recommended that the team moms look into hotel rooms for the various out of town tournaments because they book up fast on the holiday weekends.

Mary Conant is going to look into Prescott and Jennie Curletta is going to look into Flagstaff.

Varsity will play in Prescott Memorial Day weekend and Flagstaff July 4th weekend.  JV will play in Prescott over the July 4th holiday.

FIELD PROJECTS – we are done for the year.  In regards to moving the poles from the backstop, the District is going to have to get an engineer to review.  That will be a project for next year.

GOLF TOURNAMENT – Joe Curletta is talking to Whirlwind.  They are working on the numbers.  It will be nicer amenities but to make it work, it is going to cost more – possibly $150.

PROGRAM UPDATE – It is at the printer.  Denise will have the proof tonight and should be distributing next week.

BANQUET – Sherri Gorman got the tablecloths donated.  The estimated cost for the banquet is currently $6,209.04.  That does not include the meals to be paid by the parents which we estimate to be $2,900 and those items covered by a district purchase order which are the players meals, gifts, and printing.  The deadline for payment is May 3rd. The black jerseys are that ones that will be bought as part of the seniors’ gifts.

SENIOR PARENTS DAY is April 28th.  Parents need to be there by 3:30.  Michelle Detwiler will be taking the pictures.   The budget for this event is estimated at $250.  We have 12 seniors.   The Board approved up to $300.

OPENS – Mike Konieczny inquired about the possibility of using Fox 7’s video of the game for our season video.  Theresa will inquire with Mirage Productions.
