Mountain Pointe Baseball Boosters Meeting

May 3, 2010

Meeting called to order at 6:33 by Joe Curletta.  Twelve members were in attendance.

April minutes were approved.

TREASURER’S REPORT – Mike Konieczny – Our current cash position is $19,667.  

Expenses coming up:

Banquet shirts - $686

Season DVD - $750

Senior Gifts - $900

Scholarships - $2000

Banquet Misc. - $400

Misc. - $400

This should leave a carry over balance for next year of approximately $14,400.  This is the highest carry over we have ever had.  The only other outstanding item could be the Phillips & Associates scoreboard signage, which is approximately $800.  They have yet to provide us with the artwork since their 2009 sponsorship.  

An update on project costs were:

Warning track - $4826 versus $4200 budgeted. 

$350 for the AIA coaches expense in lieu of the repair to the backstops. 

$728 for the baseball program, 

$1070 to repair the sound system ($300 of that was spent repairing the wire dug up).   

At Coach Buck’s request, the Board had agreed to pay $686 for Banquet Shirts that normally would have come out of tax credit money.  

BASEBALL BANQUET – Rebecca Alexander not in attendance.  Everything with the banquet is proceeding ahead.

COACH BUCK: Coach Buck was not in attendance but had asked Mike Wagner to relay the following:

He will e-mail Denise the summer schedule so she can post it on the website.

You are aware of the tournament Memorial Weekend, 4th of July, and the games to be held on Mondays and Wednesday.  The Kipper Tournament will run Thursday through Sunday.  The Porta Johns have been taken care of.  

He’ll meet with all of the boys at the end of the season.  For now, parents can assume the Sophomores will make up the younger team and the Juniors and Seniors will make up the Varsity team.  

FIELD IMPROVEMENTS: The was a discussion brought up by Mike Wagner as to whether or not we should change his title to Field Coordinator.  Currently, he and Joe Curletta are listed as Co-Presidents.  The President’s position was split in two this year in an attempt to spread the duties out between people.  

At the end of the season, Joe, Jeff and Mike will walk the fields to determine the proposed projects for next year.   We know that Coach Buck will want to get the brick backstop completed.  Other items up for discussion will be laser leveling the field, replacing the nets for the batting cages, and getting better covers for the mound and home plate. 

A discussion at the first meeting next year will determine which projects the Boosters will move forward with.  Joe will let Coach Buck know we as a group are more interested in getting the poles removed from the backstop and would request that be completed prior to doing the brick backstop.  This requires an engineer’s approval.   An example of the importance of that would be Corona’s lights coming down from wind shear.  Once the playoffs are over, Joe will inquire as to where we are with the District on this engineering.

VOTING:  Voting took place.  Twelve ballots were submitted.  Next year’s officers will be announced at the banquet.

OPENS:  

Joe Curletta said on Chris Cron’s behalf that we should charge Casa Grande $3 next time they visit us.

Denise K. has copies of the program available if anyone needs more copies.  Two or three were given to each family and one to each business/sponsor that supported the baseball program this year.  We also have the Thank You calendars available for your use.  She will be giving the remainder of the programs to Mitch for future distribution.  

Jeff Alexander inquired about the remaining bags and shirts we have left over from the golf tournament that he is storing in his garage.   It was decided to give some as gifts to the announcers at the game and to keep some as prizes for next year’s Casino Night.  The rest can be sold at future events.
