Mountain Pointe Baseball Boosters Meeting

Sept. 15, 2009

Meeting called to order by Treasurer Mike Konieczny at 6:37.  

Mike introduced himself as last year’s President; this year’s Treasurer.  He welcomed everyone to the meeting and requested they get on the e-mail list for updated communication.  Mike had shared how Joe Curletta and Mike Wagner had stepped up to share the position of President.  This position was broken into CEO, which will be handled, by Joe Curletta and COO, which will be handled by Mike Wagner.   Joe Curletta will be responsible for running the meetings and handling the day-to-day business of the Boosters and Mike Wagner will coordinate field maintenance.  Mike than introduced the other board members, Jeff Alexander, V.P. (not present) and Theresa McElroy, Secretary.  He then introduced the Annual Golf Tournament Chairmen: Tom Kingery and Mitch Gladstone.   Denise Konieczny was introduced as our Pride Board representative.

He introduced Linda Cron who has overseen the Tax Credits and Christmas Angels for the past few years.  Linda shared the various incentives for tax credits.  Coach Buck likes the boys to get at least 4 tax credits.  We received $24,000 in tax credits last year and would like to exceed that number.  Linda shared her experience with Christmas Angels for the past four years.  The baseball players adopt several families each year for Christmas.  They shop, wrap, and deliver the gifts to the families.  It has been a very rewarding experience for all those who have participated the past four years. 

A vote was taken by the members thereby electing Joe Curletta and Mike Wagner to the Board. 

April minutes were approved with one minor clarification.  $3000 of the Baseball Banquet expenses came from tax credits.

Mike welcomed the parents of six incoming freshmen parents.  

Mike gave the Treasurer’s Report.  He shared his proposed budget for the Boosters review.  Discussion took place and questions were answered.  Mike asked that we review the proposed budget so that we can vote on it in October.   Some assumptions were made in that he estimates making $16,000 from the golf tournament and that will allow us to spend approx. $7000 on 1-8 field projects. 

President Joe Curletta then took over the meeting.  Coach Buck was unable to attend.  The boys are starting the speed training/weight lifting camps.  50 kids are participating in the program.  Some still owe the fees for camp.  If so, please make arrangements for payment.

The current list of projects was reviewed.  Mike Wagner to get a quote for backstop; can’t see the field; would like to get rid of the poles above blocking our view.   Joe’s personal project at least would be to get wipes in the porta potty.

There were questions about last year’s project of bricking in the backstop.  Turns out it required permits and was more involved than originally planned; it is now a dead project.

Pride Board Update – Denise Konieczny explained that Pride Board oversees all Booster organizations.  They provide many services such as insurance for Booster functions, concessions, Drug Identification Program, publicize each other’s fundraising events, and communicate with the school administration.  They are working on qualifying for 501(C) 3 non-profit tax status.  The request was made for all Baseball Booster members to join Pride Boosters.  The cost is $20 annually and $5 goes back to the Booster organization of your choice.

Golf Committee – First Golf Tournament meeting is Tuesday, Sept. 22nd at My Wine Cellar.   Our Fifth Annual Golf Tournament is going to be January 23, 2010 at 12:30.  We need to get this project rolling.  Desert Vista is having their golf tournament the following week.  Both will be held at Club West.   We will be having it in the afternoon again.  Last year we had 146 golfers.  Tom Kingery ran through the sponsorship info.    If each baseball family obtained one auction item and one foursome, we would be all set.  

Change in Meeting Date – Our new President Joe Curletta already has a standing business meeting the third Tuesday of the month, therefore a discussion took place about moving the meeting to the first Tuesday of each month.  Football already has the PE lecture hall for the second Tuesday of each month.  The fourth Tuesday conflicts with too many holidays.  Denise Konieczny will confirm the PE Lecture Hall is available for the first Tuesday of every month.

Joe Curletta requested Mike and Mike get estimates for the field projects to present at our next meeting.
