Mountain Pointe Baseball Boosters Meeting

Oct. 6, 2009

Meeting called to order by Joe Curletta at 6:35 p.m.

September minutes approved.

Treasurer’s Report from Mike Konieczny:  We haven’t spent much money this past month.  We discussed the proposed budget for this year.  We have $10,951.97 in the bank.  Last year we made $24,000 from the golf tournament.  Considering one sponsorship was for two years, and that many of our sponsors were real estate and construction related and have been hit hardest by the economy, we are shooting for $16,000 this year.  That would leave approx. $7,000-$10,000 for projects.  

Fund Raising – Joe Curletta stated in this economy businesses need to market themselves and that our $300 Heavy Hitter Sponsor package was a great value. Create a list of names of people you do business with.  The $300 Heavy Hitter Sponsor package is really a lot of “bang for your buck” and that’s how we should sell it. He also requested we approach our friends and family regarding the tax credit.

Projects – Mike Wagner - There are three groups of projects:

· Those that are a necessity such as over seeding the fields.

· Those smaller projects to be considered such as repairs to batting cages, composite footing for JV cage, getting batting cage out of storage.

· Those larger projects such as bricking the backstop, putting a warning track on the JV field, moving the poles in the upper fence. 

The necessity of repairing the bullpen fence may be taken care of by the district, as it is a liability. We should have hard costs for some of these items at next month’s meeting.  It shouldn’t cost very much to move the football green screen around to the JV field. 

Jeff Alexander asked the status of the donated bricks for the backstop.  Coach Buck explained because it had footings, it required blue prints and a permit, all of which needed to be approved by the district office.  We could dig the footings and the work could be done on a weekend; we just need to find a company willing do donate the labor or provide us with a really good price.  Jeff had talked with Job Corps and they do have a concrete program where they train workers.  They are to come out and look at it to see if it is a project they would consider.  Jeff recommended we do the wall and the I-bolts for the screen at the same time.

Mike K. pointed out that the district will pay the cost to over seed each infield and the Boosters pick up the cost (approx. $1900) to do both outfields.  The cost for the seed only is $900 for both fields.  Tax credits pay for one field and Boosters pays for the other.  It is $3000 for both fields plus fertilizer.  Both fields seeded with one month’s fertilizer is $2,300.  The district scalps.  Coach Buck would like Boosters to take care of the seed and first month’s fertilizer.

Coach Buck - Casino Night/Home Run Derby  – December 18 & 19, 2009   

This was a fun event that we had last year for the first time.  Diana Mancuso has the invitations ready to be mailed.  This event is open to everyone.  It is $25 for persons over 21, which includes 2 drinks and is $15 for those under 21.  Brad Rogers is going to allow us to have it at the Bar Studio again.  We need at least three vendors to donate food.  Rock Bottom donated 1 keg of beer, $100 in gift certificates, and $200 in cash last year.  Hopefully we can get them to do the same.  We are looking for wine donations as well as prizes for Black Jack winners.  Previous prizes were a Cardinals Football Helmet, a Joe Mather autographed jersey, and MP hats and shirts.

The building association for the complex around the BAR Studio asked Coach Buck if our boys would be interested in picking up trash on a weekly basis at their property.  This would be a win/win situation for both.  It would reduce their maintenance costs and our baseball program would earn $200 a month.  It would also help the boys get their community service hours.

Individual workouts begin November 2nd.

Spring Break – Since we have switched regions, we will not be participating in our usual Spring Break Tournament.  Coach Buck is looking for other tournament opportunities such as Las Vegas or LA.   There will be a request for Boosters to cover the entry fee of approx. $400 and rooms.  This expense can from Club Money, Boosters, and the tax credit.  Varsity will definitely be playing Spring Break.  They will, however, be available to make personal plans Friday, Saturday, and Sunday of that weekend. 

Tax Credit Update – Keep them rolling in.  The incentives this year really helped with getting them in earlier.  We are at about $5000, which is double what we had last year at this time.  

Coach Buck had mentioned quite a few of the kids were participating in the Susan G. Komen walk this Sunday under Trish Kossick and wanted to thank everyone for their participation.    This will continue to be an annual event the baseball program will participate in.   The word just got out a little late this year. 

GOLF TOURNAMENT – Mitch reviewed the Sponsorship Package that was put together for distribution.  Jennie Curletta will prepare a letter that is going to each ball player with their package.  Tom said if each player just brought one sponsor, one golfer, and one auction item, we would achieve our goal.

Christmas Angels – nothing to review at this time.
