Mountain Pointe Baseball Boosters Meeting

December 16, 2008

Meeting called to order by Pres. Mike Konieczny at 7:07 p.m.  He welcomed new parents to the meeting.   You only need to sign in if you are not currently getting Booster e-mails. Mike thanked Jeff for covering for him last month.

November minutes were approved.

Treasurer’s Report - $5,732 currently in the account.  The proceeds from Casino Night/HR Derby were $2,204 with expenses of $1,124, leaving a net of $1,080 plus the gift cards donated back from Tony Mancuso and Omar Dahl for a total of $1,280.  The event was considered a success as over 100 people showed up and we were hoping to just break even.  Other checks written were for the Coaching Clinic in San Diego and $1500 for the golf tournament gift bags.

Coach Buck was unable to attend the meeting but asked Mike to share the following:

Tax Credit – we have received $8,000 to date.  You can now go online and pay with a credit card but they assess a 2% fee.   Please specify the baseball program.  Mike reminded us of the benefits the boys will receive for the donations given in their name.  

Scoreboard – It is up.  The Boosters Club has paid for their portion with the exception of the cost for the numbers.  We are not sure how that is going to be handled yet (type of materials to be used).  

Thanks to Bob Gill for getting $400 worth of paint donated from Ace and getting the lettering painted through his connections.  

It was our intent to move the old scoreboard to the JV field but that is in question now.  The old scoreboard got bent when it was taken down.  One option is to just junk it or the other option is to have it refurbished.

Calendar items – Coach Buck wanted parents to know that immediately after the boys return to school – January 5th, the Freshmen/Sophomores camp will begin and go right up to try outs.  The first week will be Mon/Wed/Friday for Freshmen/Sophomores and Tuesday/Thurs. for Juniors/Seniors.    It will then switch off the next week, with Freshmen/Sophomores moving to Tues/Thurs.  They will continue to alternate weeks until tryouts.  There is no charge for this camp.

Additionally, there will be weight lifting at the Bar during holiday break.

Baseball Angels – Thank you to Linda and Olga for organizing.  This will be Olga’s last year since her son is graduating but she told the group she would be happy to continue this tradition.  A lot of Freshmen joined in this year.  Olga and Linda along with a few of the parents shared how rewarding this experience was for all involved.

Tax Credit Update – Push! Push! Push to keep getting them in.  Everyone has a tendency to wait until the last minute.   Remind people it needs to be in by the end of the year.   Mike asked the parents to look at our facility and compare it to some of the other facilities we play at and you will see the benefit our tax credits have made.

Pride Board Update from Denise Konieczny – Obtaining 501(3)c is going to be more time consuming than they realized.  It will not be accomplished by the end of the year.  The Pride Board coordinates all fundraising by the different booster clubs.  Their goal is to get it accomplished by the end of the school year. 

Golf Tournament Update – We have only five weeks left!  We need sponsors, golfers and Silent Auction items!!  The drop-dead date for sponsors is January 5th.  We have 80 golfers signed up so far; our goal is 144.  We need volunteers as well.  See sign up sheet attached.  This year you can support the 4th Annual Golf Tournament even if you are not a golfer but joining us for the Mexican Buffet for only $15 (see attached flyer).

Opens:  

We have paid a $300 deposit for the Baseball Banquet, which we will be held May 20th.

In January, Carolyn Marino will schedule a demonstration on the use of a defibrillator.    Our meeting will run from 7:00 – 7:45 p.m. with the class to follow. Her son, J.T., has a heart condition and carries a defibrillator with him at all games.  As parents, it is important that we have an understanding on how to use this life saving equipment.

Succession Planning – Officers for the 2009/2010 season.  Gary Skarsten, our Treasurer will be leaving as well as our Vice President, Jeff Klem.  Let Mike know if you are interested in filling these positions for next year.  Mike could remain in some capacity; possibly Vice President as it will be a benefit to the new President to move into that position with the current President around.  Elections are in April and the new officers will be announced at the baseball banquet.

New projects:  Olga Klem suggested a new sound system for the games.  

Pride Board:  Only 19 families from Baseball Boosters are signed up for the Pride Board (the group that oversees all booster clubs) out of the 50 families participating in baseball program.  Denise has the list if you want to see if you have paid or not.
