Monthly Meeting

10/21/08

The meeting was called to order by President, Mike Konieczny at 7:05 p.m.  Mike introduced the Board Members and welcomed all the parents who attended the meeting.  He commented on how it was the highest attendance we have had to so far and how it was appropriate as this was probably the most important meeting of the year because we are at the peak of our fundraising.   He explained instead of having a variety of fundraisers we have one big fundraiser – our annual golf tournament.  Because of the economy, we are apprehensive and fearful that we won’t be able to raise what we have raised in the past.  Hopefully we can make this up with the tax credit.  We raised $24,000 in tax credits last year. 

APPROVAL OF MINTUES: The September minutes were approved with some minor corrections.

TREASURER’S REPORT: On behalf of Gary Skarsten, Mike reported that he we had approximately $6,600 in the bank.  

PRIDE BOARD:  Mike also reported on behalf of Denise Konieczny regarding current events of the Pride Board.  The Pride Board is discussing obtaining 501C3 status as a Charitable Organization and would be the parent organization.  All booster clubs will fall under that 501C3.  If each Booster Club did it separately, it would cost between $400-$500 for each group.  It would cost the Pride Board $150.   This should be accomplished by the end of December.

SCOREBOARD UPDATE:  Mike gave us an update on the new scoreboard.  This is the Legacy Project the current board would like to complete this year.  It would cost $30,000 for an electronic scoreboard, so we have opted for an old fashioned scoreboard like Fenway Park.  It is unique and cheaper.  It will cost $20,000 for a manual scoreboard and to refurbish and relocate the old scoreboard to the JV field.  The payment for the scoreboard will come 2/3’s from the tax credit and 1/3 from the Baseball Boosters.  The down payment of $7,500 will consist of  $5,000 from tax credits and $2,500 from Baseball Boosters.

It was brought up that when Tempe Diablo donated the Marcos scoreboard, the electrical was donated as well.  The new scoreboard will have light bulbs for the balls and strikes.    Dan Armijo was going to review the power running to the JV field.  Mike was asking for leads on a company to refurbish the old scoreboard.  Daktronics was mentioned.

COACHES NATIONAL CONVENTION:  A request was made by Coach Buck to Mike Konieczny for $700 for the five coaches to attend the American Baseball Coaches Association’s National Convention.  $1000 was approved by the Board to cover registration, rooms, etc. in appreciation for all that the coaches do. 

DV TAILGATE:  Jeff Klem will be organizing the DV tailgate.  It still has not been determined if we will have it at the Beach Club or at a park near DV.  The Boosters Club will provide pizza and water.

TAX CREDIT UPDATE – There is a $400 tax credit off of your Arizona taxes for a married couple filing jointly and $200 for a single person.  For each student that receives $500 or more in tax credits given in their name, they will receive a glove, bat, and free weight training during the summer.  It’s an easy sale for fundraising.  

GOLF TOURNAMENT: Our goal is to raise $20,000 this year.  This is our Fourth Annual Golf Tournament to be held at Club West on January 24th.  This is the first time we will be having it in the afternoon with a Shotgun start at 12:30. We should be off the course by 5:30 p.m.  It will include a Mexican Buffet and possibly a band and should be over by 8:30 p.m.   It costs $125 per golfer, which is a pretty typical price for this time of year.  We make $50 off of each golfer.  Desert Vista will be holding their golf tournament the same day.   If you get the Golf Committee a warm contact for sponsorship, they would be happy to make the call.  We made $6500 last year on the golf tournament.  We need silent auction items so if you know anyone who would be willing to donate season tickets to any of the sporting venues or concerts, please let us know.

BASEBALL ANGELS:  Olga Klem spoke about this upcoming event.  This will be our 3rd year.  Last year the baseball players were able to provide Christmas for 10 families.   The boys shop together as a group at the local stores and then meet at Native New Yorker to wrap.  They then deliver the presents as a group.  It was very heartwarming for the boys to see the appreciation of the families.  We try to get a toy and either shoes or an outfit for each family member in addition to a basket of household needs. The batting cage the Boosters purchased from Game On for $300 is not going to be used by the baseball team and their was some discussion about putting it on Craig’s List.
